Commissioners,

I want to thank you for choosing to have a Hearings Officer for the public hearing regarding the Bradwood Landing Supplemental Application.  I believe everybody attending the hearing, regardless of their opinions about LNG, would agree that Mr. Livingston has conducted a fair and respectful hearing.  It has been a valuable lesson in democracy for the county.

As you know, Oregon’s Land Use Board of Appeals (LUBA) has again rejected the Bradwood Landing application.  LUBA said the proposed project is too big to be considered small or medium and that Bradwood Landing would not protect salmon and traditional fishing grounds.  

The application has already been remanded back to the county once and has taken an immense amount of your time and energy, as well as that of county staff and residents.  I believe the LUBA decision gives the county an opportunity to focus on other issues and to save county resources as well.

I would like to respectfully request that the current public hearing about the Bradwood Landing supplemental application be discontinued, since the original application no longer stands.  I would also like to urge the county commissioners to NOT appeal this decision to LUBA and to move on to other important county business.  

The reality is that no matter how Bradwood Landing twists the law and recalculates its numbers, LNG does not belong on the Columbia River.
